(Berry Explosion)

This wine is an explosion of fresh red and dark berries.  It is extremely floral, showing violets and rose petal aromas.  The palate is juicy and lively with loads of sweet berry fruit.

Yes folks we’ve gone all hippy and organic.  In 8 years of trading this is the first organic wine we’ve offered.  I’ve lost count of how many times we’ve been asked for an organic wine through our Prahran store as well as well as wholesale.

Well here it is – soft, very young and pleasant drinking.

(Apricot Jam)

Lively, fresh and crisp with aromas of apricot and orange.  The palate is soft with upfront apricot jam flavours and followed by sweet caramel and honey.

This wine is much lighter and tighter than your typical Riverina Semillon sticky.  It would be better suited to lighter desserts as well as cakes and sponges.

Don’t let the vintage fool you it is as fresh and crisp as any other youthful one in the marketplace.
2002 Coonawarra Cabernet Sauvignon (Under screwcap)

(Anise & Clove)

Aromas of anise, clove and other sweet spices fill the glass.  This spicy headiness flows through to the palate.  There’s more clove along with cinnamon and blackberry fruit lingering underneath and ripe tannins to finish it off.
From the cool 2002 Coonawarra vintage comes this six year old beauty.  This wine is sourced from the same property as the 2004 Coonawarra ‘Premium’ Cabernet and is of similar spicy / savoury style.

2008 Neagles Rock ‘Front Row’ Clare Valley Riesling (Under screwcap)
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This 5 STAR RATED Halliday property makes small parcels of wine and excels with Riesling.  This particular one has plenty of fruit and a touch of residual sugar.  It is soft and pleasant, perfect for light summer dishes and fragrant Asian food.

Musk aromas mingle with sweet bubble gum.  The palate is light and fruit driven.  There are loads of lemon and pear flavours, and just a hint of menthol.
When we started, back in 2001, the winery behind this wine supplied us with our first ever cleanskin Clare Valley Riesling.  Eight years on and the relationship has blossomed again.  

They had not long started, back then and Steve, the winemaker / owner, who used to work with Matey supplied us with some wine at a good price to get us started.  They now produce around 11,000 cases a year and their hard work has been rewarded in the way of a 5 STAR RATING in the latest Halliday ‘Wine Companion’.
